Bowlers Community Nursery is a purpose built centre set in spacious grounds in North Islington.  Bowlers Nursery forms part of Crouch Hill Community Park which also houses Ashmount School and Cape Youth & Adventure. The nursery can be reached via Crouch Hill, Waltersville Road & the Parkland Walk.  The nursery has been open since 1985 and is registered for 36 children aged from birth to five.

The nursery acknowledges the implications of a continued staff turnover and as such endeavours to create an environment which provides frequent training opportunities, challenging roles, decent pay and offers staff supervision and support.

The Manager and Deputy have been at the nursery for 21 years and have ensured the continued development of the nursery.  An exceptional team of workers including 6 Childcare Workers, a Finance Worker and a Cook supports them.

The Nursery became a Company Limited by guarantee in May 2003 and has Charitable Status.  Bowlers Nursery is run by a Management Committee, which is made from the parents whose children attend the nursery. 

The day- to- day structure and organisation of the nursery, however, is the Manager’s responsibility.

As stated Bowlers Nursery is a community organisation and as such depends heavily on active parental partnership and involvement.  The nursery prides itself on the relationships established between the staff and the parents and endeavours to maintain links even when children have left.  Although we appreciate parents’ working commitments the nursery continues to request support from the parents in whatever capacity they can offer.

The nursery is open for 49 weeks per year and is closed for 1 week at Christmas, and 2 weeks during the month of August.  The nursery also closes for 5 INSET days throughout the academic year.  The nursery is open between 8.30am- 5.30pm.
