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BOWLERS COMMUNITY NURSERY
FIRE SAFETY STATEMENT
At Bowlers Nursery we have a duty to ensure the Health & Safety of all the staff, children, parents and other users of the nursery.  
The Nursery takes its responsibilities seriously and to this end all guidelines must be strictly adhered to for the protection of all involved.

FIRE DRILLS:

· Fire Drills will be carried out at least once a term (in agreement with Ashmount School) at different times of the day to ensure all staff, children and students are familiar with the fire evacuation procedure.

· The Health & Safety Officer and Manager are responsible for leading fire drills 
· Staff have to ensure that all children are accounted for before evacuating the building (Baby room staff to account for the babies & toddlers and Main Floor staff account for the 2-5yr old children)
· Agreed and appropriate practice is in place to ensure the safe evacuation of immobile babies & children

· The Fire Log Book must be completed on conclusion of the fire drill noting who was involved and if the procedure was carried out satisfactorily. 

OTHER SAFETY ASPECTS:

· Fire Exits must be kept clear at all times

· Fire Exits must be clearly identifiable

· Fire Safety Equipment must be maintained and serviced on a regular basis including the fire alarm (the nursery has a contract with Chubb Fire & Security)
STAFF:

· The Health & Safety Officers (Lisa Rathour and Viviana Salinas) and the Manager (Aoife Morgan) have day to day responsibility of the safety of all the users

· Staff will be aware of their responsibilities in the evacuation procedure

· The fire evacuation procedure forms part of the induction process for new staff, students and volunteers

The prospect of being involved in a fire is a frightening thought and we hope this is never an eventuality at the nursery however the fire drill is designed to ensure the safety of all users at Bowlers Nursery. 

Please take responsibility by ensuring you are familiar with the Fire Evacuation Procedure.
PARENTS, VISITORS & USERS:

· On hearing the fire alarm make your way to a fire exit or a member of staff immediately
· Do not stop to collect belongings

· Please listen to and follow instructions given by the staff

· Remain calm – do not run or push

· Inform staff if you have your own child or responsible for any other children
· Leave the building and do not return until it has been deemed safe to do so

STAFF, STUDENTS & VOLUNTEERS:

· On hearing the fire alarm check the area you have been designated

· Ensure you have the children you are responsible for

· Remain calm and guide children, parents & students to the nearest fire exit

· Leave the building and do not return until it has been deemed safe to do so
· In the event of a real fire sound the alarm and immediately inform the Manager and H & S Officer

HEALTH & SAFETY OFFICER & MANAGER:

· On hearing the Fire Alarm collect nursery keys, nursery phone, the register, attendance & visitors books and the contact cards
· Check your designated area

· Guide children, staff, parents etc. to the nearest fire exit

· Give clear & concise instructions about the importance of keeping calm
· Leave the building and decide when it is safe to return

· In the event of a real fire sound the alarm

Everyone should congregate on the Basket Ball Court during a Fire drill.
In the event of a real fire, Fire Services must be called immediately and nobody should re-enter the nursery under any circumstances.
If staff, parents or users of the nursery are unclear of the fire drill process or feel that the procedure is not carried out satisfactorily please raise the matter with the Health & Safety Officer or the Manager.
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
